SHOCKEY FAMILY HAS 200 YEAR HISTORY IN VIRGINIA:

The annual Shockey reunion was held Sunday June 29 at Shockeysville, VA,
honoring three John Shockeys. The first John Shockey settled on the
Middle Fork of the Sleepy Creek, Berkley Tounty, VA, now Oakland,
Morgan County, W. VA by a Land Grant dated 8 March 1775, signed by
the Honorable Thomas Lord Fairfax. The second Rev. John Shockey and
his wife Elizabeth established Shockeysville of Frederick County, VA,
between 1860 and 1870. They also established the Methodist Episcopal
Church at Shockeysville by a deed dated 17 August 1872. The third
Rev. John A. Shockey was a builder of churches and-lived at Shockeysville.
His memoire was published in the Minutes of the Baltimore Methodist Con-
ference in 1918.

Mr. and Mrs. Ralph N. Shockey of Frederick, MD, presented a: "History
of Shockeysville" to Mrs. Rostella B. Mason, daughter of the late Rev.
John A. Shockey, and treasurer of Shockeysville Church for the past 55
